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Obtuse angles:  measure between 
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 “obtuse- obese”

Straight angles:  measures 
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 “straight line”

Vertical angles:  opposite angles formed by intersecting lines; vertical angles are congruent

Adjacent angles:  share a common side, share a vertex, don’t overlap adjacent- adjoining 

Complimentary angles:  have a sum of measures that equal 
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Supplementary angles:  have a sum of measures that equal

Perpendicular lines 
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:  lines that intersect at right angles

Parallel lines 
[image: image11.wmf]: two lines in a plane that never intersect

Transversal:  a line that intersects two or more other lines

Alternating Interior angles:  opposite sides of transversal and inside the other lines (congruent)

Alternating Exterior angles:  opposite sides of transversal and outside the other lines (congruent)

Corresponding angles:  same position on the 2 lines in relation to transversal (congruent)
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
